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Armando Rosales-Rivero presents a collection of sculptures exploring the interplay
between restoration and inflammation pushing the boundaries of identity after nearly
a decade away from his homeland. Rosales's artistic practice navigates between
the realms of reason and intuition, employing them as instruments to interrogate the

complex interplay among the personal, the institutional, and the political.

Some Nested Findings is an essay delving into the potential encounters between
objects displaced from their original functions, pondering the notion of belonging
despite the weight of their narratives—a dynamic process of reconfiguration with
an uncertain destination focusing on (re)assembly to transition into a new realm of

significance.

This body of work focuses on sculptures that mix his extended textile techniques
with metal, plastic, and porcelain pushing the manifestation of symptoms into material
forms, and if and how the impulse to reconstruct stems from political influences
or natural forces. His creations speculate on the intricacies of societal norms that
influence our actions within specific environments, and how these dynamics intersect

with the human body's capacity for understanding and adaptation.

Scattered clues appear amongst the bent and inflamed shapes, merging and
separating, occasionally regenerating or undergoing transplants. They bear witness
to various impacts, with gaps filled and remnants projecting forward from fragments
of the past. The narrative remains unresolved, perpetuating a ritual of continuity in the

wake of displacement.
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Armando Rosales-Rivero presenta una reunion de esculturas que exploran la
interaccion entre la restauracion y la inflamacion, ampliando los limites de la identidad
tras casi una década fuera de su tierra natal. La practica artistica de Rosales navega
entre lo racional y lo intuitivo, empleandolos como instrumentos para repensar la

compleja interaccion entre lo personal, lo institucional y lo politico.

Some Nested Findings es un ensayo que ahonda en los posibles encuentros entre
objetos desplazados de sus funciones originales, reflexionando sobre la nocion de
pertenenciaapesar del peso de sus narrativas: un proceso dinamico de reconfiguracion

con un destino incierto centrado en el (re)ensamblaje para buscar nuevos significados.

Este conjunto de obras se centra en esculturas que se centran en su tecnica textil
extendida mezclada con metal, plasticoy porcelana, y que tratan de lainvocar sintomas
a formas materiales, preguntandose el impulso de reconstruir tiene su origen es una
influencias politicas o naturales. Su manera de hacer especula sobre lo complejo
de las normas sociales y como influyen en nuestro comportamiento en contextos
especificos, y cOmo estas dinamicas se cruzan con la capacidad de comprension y

adaptacion del cuerpo y de la mente.

Entre las formas torcidas, rotas e inflamadas aparecen pistas dispersas, que se
fusionan y separan, regenerandose ocasionalmente o siendo transplantadas. Dando
testimonio de impactos, rellenos y restos que se proyectan hacia delante a partir de
fragmentos del pasado. Una narracion sigue sin resolverse, perpetuando un ritual de

continuidad tras el desplazamiento.
