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Resultar en cosmos, es decir, tornarse cosmos, es hacerse un puente corpéreo entre
el universo y la experiencia; aquella complicidad de la vitalidad, la mutacién y las
probabilidades infinitas de la materia. El multiverso encarnado en cada organismo
multicelular y el omniverso en un nido de hormigas. Eso es devenir cosmos: llegar a ser
un universo siendo parte de un Universo.

Y asi, cada espacio en la muestra, desde un enfoque célido y ciertamente ficcionalizado,
crea atmOsferas embrionarias que abrazan a la audiencia. Cohabitan disefios curvos y
ovoides galacticos, cadenas genéticas y mesas generacionales. Un amanecer sideral
con Cosmic Rays (I) (2025) frente a muebles histéricos que han formado parte de la
construccion de imaginarios futuristas, como el Action Office Desk de Robert Propst y
George Nelson mostrado en 2001: A Space Odyssey.

En conjuncidn, crean espacios donde el futuro, como espacio colectivo, se puede gestar
en ambientaciones habitables y familiares, y sin embargo, levantan psicodélicamente
el velo de la normalidad: “Las fronteras entre ciencia ficcion y realidad social son una
ilusion 6ptica”, en palabras de Donna Haraway.

Se genera asi una conversacion curada entre arte contemporaneo y disefio, entre estéticas
minimalistas y surrealismos bioldgicos, para pensar en como generar y cultivar los
universos ecoldgicos y comunitarios que habitamos.

Esta el intercambio en esta sala imaginaria: la ceramica del maestro Gustavo Pérez
ondulando frente al sinuoso mueble de Paul Kj@rholm, exponente histérico del disefio
danés que enfatiza la tecnologia industrial. Ambas piezas vivas, resonando con la primera
pintura de la serie Worlds Without Fever (Mundos sin fiebre) de 2023, que imagina
paisajes fantasticos de simbiosis y coexistencia.

Colisionan materialidades ancestrales, tecnologias contempordneas y realidades
especulativas, entrelazando lo fundamental y lo humano para mostrarnos nuevos

horizontes posibles.

To become cosmos is to transform oneself into a bodily bridge between the universe and
lived experience — a complicity with vitality, mutation, and the infinite possibilities of
matter. It is the multiverse embodied in every multicellular organism, and the omniverse
concentrated in an anthill. To become cosmos is to become a universe while remaining
part of a Universe.

Here, each space in the exhibition, approached through a warm and gently fictionalized
lens, generates embryonic atmospheres that envelop the viewer. Curved and galactic
ovoid forms coexist with genetic chains and generational tables. Cosmic Rays (I) (2025)
offers a sidereal dawn opposite historic furniture that has shaped futuristic imaginaries,
such as Robert Propst and George Nelson’s Action Office Desk, shown in 2001: A Space
Odyssey. Together, they form environments in which the future—as a collective space —
can be nurtured within settings that feel both inhabitable and familiar, yet subtly lift the
psychedelic veil of normality. As Donna Haraway reminds us, “the boundaries between
science fiction and social reality are an optical illusion.”

The exhibition stages a curated dialogue between contemporary art and design, between
minimalist aesthetics and biological surrealism, to reflect on how we create and cultivate
the ecological and communal universes we inhabit.

Within this imagined room unfolds an exchange: the ceramic undulations of maestro
Gustavo Pérez facing the sinuous lines of a Paul Kja&rholm piece, a landmark of Danish
design that foregrounds industrial technology. Both vibrate alongside the first painting
in the Worlds Without Fever series (2023), which envisions fantastical landscapes of
symbiosis and coexistence.

Ancestral materialities, contemporary technologies, and speculative realities collide —
interlacing the elemental and the human to reveal new, possible horizons.

LUIS ENRIQUE ZELA-KOORT

Luis Enrique Zela-Koort (n.
1994, Lima, Pert) es un artista
e investigador que observa las
respuestas tecnologicas frente a los
sesgos que suelen asumirse como
verdades objetivas, analizando la
instrumentalizacién  ideoldgica

de la ciencia, la mitologia y la
identidad.

Su practica explora como las
fuerzas  abstractas  modelan
la  subjetividad de género,
combinando métodos digitales y
manuales para imaginar mundos
alternos donde las narrativas
dominantes son reabsorbidas
en meta-ficciones. A través de la
teoria-ficcion, busca disolver las
estructuras binarias y replantear
la relaciéon entre cultura y
naturaleza.

Mediante la  escultura, la
ceramica, la pintura y obras
interactivas, fusiona estéticas
organicas y computacionales
para revelar la continuidad entre
cuerpo y conocimiento. En su
investigacion, a la que denomina
“Metafisica Queer”, desarrolla
una epistemologia alternativa
basada en la wunidad entre
observador y observado. Como
artista queer que vive con una
enfermedad croénica, Zela indaga
en el uso politico del esencialismo
y en la potencia poética de la
naturaleza, abordando nociones
de deseo, viralidad, simbiosis y
transformacion.

Luis Enrique Zela-Koort (b.
1994, Lima, Peru) is an Artist
and researcher observing
technological responses to biases
that would otherwise be cataloged
as objective truth; analyzing the
ideological instrumentalization of
science, mythology, and identity.

Their practice explores how
abstract forces shape gendered
subjectivity, combining digital
and manual methods to imagine
alternative worlds where dominant
histories are reabsorbed into meta-
fictions. Engaging theory-fiction,
they seek to dissolve binaries
and rethink the relation between
culture and nature.

Through sculpture, ceramics,
painting, and interactive
works, they merge organic and
computational aesthetics to reveal
the continuity between body
and knowledge. Pursuing what
Zela calls “Queer Metaphysics,”
their research builds an alternate
epistemology grounded in unity
between observer and observed.
As a queer artist living with
chronic illness, Zela investigates
the political uses of essentialism
and the poetics of nature, working
through desire, virality, symbiosis,
and transformation.
